will be held at 9am Feb.11. Members are 

encouraged to attend! 

 

Leo then covered Lodge/Club Activities. 

We discussed doing a few more ñRobo-

callsò to boost business and promote 

Club functions.  Max and his staff were 

also recognized for the very well-

received New Years Bash which drew 

almost 90 members and their guests!  

Linda then discussed our ñGamingò 

revenue including the machines, Queen 

of Hearts, Wisconsin lottery pull tabs , 

and Calendar Raffle. While the pull-tab 

revenue is up substantially (Thanks to 

Fritz and the bar staff who have really 

actively pushed these pull-tab sales), the 

other gaming revenue streams seem to 

be down this year so please support  

Calendar Raffle and Queen of Hearts 

whenever possible.
