Old Glory Honor Flight Mission X  

September 6, 2011 

Greetings: 

My very dear friend Roy Brunet, Sergeant 

Major (Retired) was selected for the ñOld 

Glory Honor Flightò, Mission X, which de-

parted from Appleton, WI on August 25, 

2011. Roy served in the US Marine Corps 

from 1943 until 1945. His detachment aided 

Marine forces during the Battle of Guadal-

canal. Roy was a radio operator and gunner 

on a Douglas SBD ñDauntlessò dive 

bomber. The Dauntless was the only aircraft 

at the time that could dive at a 90 degree 

angle, and is credited with sinking four 

Japanese aircraft carriers in the Battle of 

Midway. Today, there are only two Daunt-

less aircraft in the world still flying. 

The Honor Flight is a way of saying ñthank 

youò to those who served our country in 

WWII.  The experience includes an early 

morning flight to Washington, DC, and a 

tour of the WWII Memorial, as well as the 

Lincoln, Korean, Vietnam, Iwo Jima, and 

Air Force Memorials, Tomb of the Un-

knowns, and then returns home that same 

evening. The veterans who are selected are 

not expected to pay as itôs felt theyôve al-

ready sacrificed enough. I was privileged to 

be Royôs ñguardianò for the trip. Below is 

the Old Glory Honor Flight website descrip-

tion of a ñguardianò: 

ñGuardians are those individuals who come 

along on the flight and assist the honored 

veterans with their daily needs.  This may 

include some lifting, pushing wheelchairs, 

and making sure medications are taken on 

time.  Training is provided for the guardians 

in the weeks leading up to the flight for 

which they have been selected.  The cost to 

be a guardian is $500 which includes airfare 

and all meals.ò  

As a guardian, I was required to attend a 2-

hour training session one week prior to our 

departure. This training included a briefing 

on what we could expect our day to be like, 

and provided us with some details that will 

be reported later. 

We stayed overnight at the Candlewood 

Suites on College Avenue, just a few min-

utes from the Outagamie County Airport in 

Appleton. At 5:00 AM Thursday morning 

we were boarding a shuttle bus for the air-

port. Since we were all pre-screened and 

flying a charter, we did not have to go 

through the usual inspections prior to board-

ing. TSA officials permitted us to simply

Calendar Raffle Chairperson  

show them a photo ID, checked our 

names off the roster, and walk through 

security.  TSA also provided an Honor 

Guard prior to our departure. By 6:15 

AM we were on board the aircraft, and 

by 7:00 we flying over Lake Michi-

gan. Approximately 90 minutes later 

we landed at Ronald Reagan Airport 

in Washington, where we were 

greeted by a water cannon salute from 

the airport fire department, and as we 

disembarked the plane, hundreds of 

people lined the gate area and cheered 

as we went by on our way to our 

buses! Roy and I met Royôs son 

Scotty and his wife and grandson at 

the WWII Memorial. It was a shining 

moment, to see all these proud old 

warriors, their eyes glistening with 

their tears, looking with true reverence 

at their memorial! At the Memorial a 

photo of the entire group of nearly 100 

honored veterans was taken. After 

spending approximately 90 minutes at 

the WWII Memorial, we again 

boarded the buses, had some lunch, 

and because it was raining, we went to 

the Smithsonian Air and Space Mu-

seum at Dulles Airport. This museum 

houses the Enterprise space shuttle, 

the Enola Gay (B-29 bomber that 

dropped the atomic bomb on Hi-

roshima), and dozens of other civilian 

and war planes. It also happens to 

have an SBD ñDauntlessò aircraft, 

although it was in pieces in the resto-

ration hangar. We spent about an hour 

there, and then it was back on the bus 

for our trip to Arlington National 

Cemetery and the Tomb of the Un-

known. We were privileged to watch 

as the honor guard performed the 

wreath changing ceremony, and then a 

changing of the guard. The guards are 

not permitted to speak nor openly ac-

knowledge anyone at the Tomb, but 

when they see WWII veterans, they 

scuff their feet lightly as they pass, in 

a silent salute. Afterwards we went to 

the Marine Corps Memorial which 

depicts the flag-raising at Iwo Jima in 

WWII. Again, it was a shining mo-

ment, to see these old warriors take in 

their memorial. Back on the bus one 

last time for our short trip back to the 

airport, and then we boarded our plane 

for the trip home. But the day wasnôt

Page 6 ñ Article V : Elective Officers and Duties  
Section 4 reads:  
Of the Secretary: For the faithful performance of his 
duties, he shall receive as compensation $4,200.00 per 
annum, payable monthly.  
 
Change Section 4 to read:  
Of the Secretary: For the faithful performance of his 
duties, he shall receive as compensation $1,200 per 
annum, payable monthly. He shall be required to give 
bond to the Lodge in the sum of $10,000.00 for the 
faithful performance of his duties. The cost of this 
bond shall be reimbursed by the lodge, the amount 
not to exceed $200 per annum.  In addition, as  
long as the lodge membership stays the same or 
increases for the lodge year,  the secretary will 
receive an additional $1 per member, payable once, 
annually. Lodge year is determined to be from April 
1 to March 31 of the following year. 
 
Article V, Section 5 has been changed and now 
reads:  
Of the Treasurer: He shall be required to give bond to 
the Lodge in the sum of $10,000.00 for the faithful 
performance of his duties, and shall receive as compen-
sation for his services the sum of $300.00 per annum, 
payable annually.
