Exalted Ruler M.K. Raidy  
presided, formally opening the 
lodge, and securing responses 
from the other chairs relative to 
the significance of the national 
emblem and the teachings of the 
order relative to patriotism. Attor-
ney B.A. Husting, Worthy lec-
turer, read the history of the flag 
from the ritual. 
 
The table was covered with a silk 
flag and on the flag rested  
a metallic elk's head and the mu-
sical gong upon which  
the hour of 11 was struck,  
afterward a picnic was enjoyed 
by all.
