REPORT OF STATE SCHOLARSHIP 

COMMITTEE   

 

Three years ago [1935] Lodge No. 57 at 

Fond du Lac originated  the idea that 

there should be a scholarship given to 

some high school student who could 

make an outstanding record for good 

citizenship, scholarship, character and 

extra - curricular activities. Fond du Lac 

Elks Lodge was a good birthplace for an 

idea that attracted not only the attention 

of the national Organization, but of the 

State Association as well. In 1936, a 

year ago, a resolution was adopted at 

Eau Claire that a scholarship of $300.00 

should be established and that the 37 

individual Lodges of the State of      

Wisconsin should be invited to          

participate. So much for the history of 

the beginning although it might be 

enlarged upon a great deal. Certain Elks, 

prominent not only in their own organi-

zations, but also in the State Association 

and the national Council have played an 

important part. This report will deal 

largely with the present activities and 

results, Sixteen lodges out of thirty - 

seven in Wisconsin decided to offer 

scholarships of their own in a nominal 

amount, and a great many people took 

part.

Here are some interesting facts about the ENF.  A board of seven trustees, who are all past national presidents of the Order, (PGER) 

governs the ENF.  The Foundation is located at the Elks national headquarters in the Elks Veterans Memorial in Chicago, IL. There 

are over 100,000 active donors and an endowment fund valued at more than $448.2 million.  This year, the ENF will contribute $21 

million towards Elks programs nationwide. 

 

Jim OôKelly and a staff of 16 administer the day-to-day operations of the ENF.  Each state has a state chairman and a number of dis-

trict coordinators that report to the ENF office in Chicago numerous times during the fiscal year on the progress being made within 

their state and their districts. Each Lodge is required to have an ENF chairman. 

 

The ENF is continually looking at different ways that they can help individual lodges become more visible within their respective 

communities.  During the past few years, our own lodge has applied for and received grants that have allowed us to promote differ-

ent activities here in Fond du Lac. Recently, we have supported the WWII ñHonor Flightò program, different local food pantries, a 

youth soccer team, a Boy Scout camp, gas cards for families from FDL with children seeking treatment at the Childrenôs Hospital in 

Milwaukee, a Childrenôs Christmas Program here at the Lodge. This year, a donation will be made to the FDL police department 

towards the purchase of new bullet proof vests for the officers. 

 

 Last year, our Lodge gave out over $17,000 in scholarships, the majority of this money coming from the ENF, and part coming from 

the Wisconsin Elks Association, and also from our own membership. 

 

None of these donations would be possible without the support of our generous Lodge members.  Through your continued donations 

to the ENF, we will be able to support local programs and projects.
