DO THE DEAD SLEEP AT OLD 57 ?

As an officer and Trustee of our Fond du

Lac Lodge for many years now, it has
often happened that my duties required
me to be in the building alone. As fate
would have it, this often happened at
night. Now | don't think of myself as
someone who scares easily, but | would
be lying if | did not admit at least once
or twice, | found the hair on the back of
my neck stand up and the feeling that |
was not alone creep in upon my
thoughts.

This feeling was the strongest while
