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     FOND DU LAC, OUTLANDISH  

       GOVERNMENT PERK, 1858           
 

We've heard a lot this spring about   

government jobs having good benefits, 

but none of today's fringes compare to 

one that the Fond du Lac common   

council tried to enact in 1858. In that 

era, before electronic media and        

billionaire celebrities, travelling circuses 

were the height of popular culture. A 

visiting circus was the only time that 

small town residents personally saw or 

heard anything beyond the humdrum 

routine of their own daily lives. The 

leaders of Fond du Lac were so fond of 

them that they passed a law requiring 

every visiting circus not only to pay a 

licensing fee, but also to supply free 

tickets for " members of the council and 

city officers". The law was soon tested 

when the circus of Yankee Robinson 

[1814 - 1884 ] came to town. Hearing 

about the ordinance, Robinson set up his 

tents just outside the limits on private 

land beyond the council's jurisdiction. 

Then he sent a delegation into town to 

protest the injustice. His protesters    

consisted of a horse-drawn wagon     

carrying "fife and drum and a large man 

with tremendous voice" mimicking the 

patriots of 1776. The sound of the fife 

and drum drew a crowd in every 

neighborhood, were the wagon stopped
